The Board &as also.advised by Mr., Rénnie that all items submitted and recommended
on his agenda for purchase through the Central Purchasing Bureau have been screened
and conform with equipment for which the above Bond Issue Funds were provided.

BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS: :
1- The Board unanimously adopted the following Resolution with respect to the
Secretary to the Board:

"WHEREAS, by Chapter 179 of the Acts of the General Assembly of Maryland of
1965, effective July 1, 1965, the Board of Public Works was authorized to appoint
a full-time Secretary to the Board, whose salary was to be fixed by said Board,
and .

WHEREAS, said Act of the General Assembly provided that said Secretary be a person
of high character and integrity, and possessed of executive skill and ability, and

WHEREAS, under the provisions of said Act the Secretary to the Board of Public Works,
once appointed thereby, was to hold office during good behavior, and without regard to
changes in the members constituting the Board, and

WHEREAS, Andrew Heubeck, Jr., has acted as Secretary to the Board of Public Works
continuously since January 12 1959, and thus was the incumbent of this position on
June 1, 1965, and

WHEREAS, by Section 2 of said Chapter 179 of the Acts of 1965, it was provided:

“"That as of June 1, 1965, the Secretary of the Board of
Public Works, if he has been in this position for at least six
months prior to June 1, 1965, shall become the Secretary provided
for under this Act. Thereafter, he shall be subject to the pro-
visions of this Act as they may be amended from time to time,"

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, That Andrew Heubeck, Jr., be and he is hereby
designated and appointed as Secretary to the Board of Public Works, effective July 1,
1965, said appointment being made in pursuance of and subject to the provisions of
Chapter 179 of the Acts of the General Assembly of Maryland of 1965, and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, That the salary for the poéition of Secretary to the
Board of Public Works be and it is hereby established at $19, 657 .00 per annum,
effective July 1, 1965." .

2- Upon the recommendation ot the Secretary, the Board authorized an allocation from
‘the 1966 General Emergency Fund to the Administration Account of the Board (06.03.00.01),
in the amount of $41,868. This amount is to supplement the 1966 approprlation to the
Board, which will now function as an independent unit.

3- Anti-Trust Sufits, See: Miscellaneous of these Minutes,
APPALACHIAN REGIONAL COMMISSION:

The Law which provides for the State's participation on the Appalachian Regional
Commission, also provides that the Governor and the Board of Public Works shall appoint
the State's Representative. _The Governor has nominated Robert G. Garner.

The Board also authorized two additional positions, Accountant III and Secretary l

The Boafd, at its meeting today, formally approved the appointment of Mr. Garner
as the State Representative on the Appalachian Regionadl Commission.

THE ARCHIVES OF AMERICAN ART:

The Secretary presented a request from The Archives of American Art to make an
8 X 10 kodachrome picture of Charles Willson Peale's painting of Washington, General
LaFayette and General Tilghman at Yorktown. This picture would be used as one of the
illustrations for the short 16 mm educational film on the history of American Art and
the work of the Archives which is being produced by the Archives of American Art.

The Board approved this request to make the picture and directed that the neces-
sary -arrangements be made through the Superintendent of Public Buildings and Grounds.

AREA REDEVELOPMENT LOAN OF 19623

' Upon the recommendation of the Department of Economic Development, the Board
approved an additional allocation not to exceed $3,000 as the State's participation
under the Area Redevelopment Loan of 1962 toward. the the construction of a new plant
in Cambridge for the Chesapeake Clamchip Corporation. Funds for this participation’

CARVEL HALL:

The Board at its meeting of May 10, 1965, appointed a Committee composed of
Mr, Albert P. Backhaus, Director of the Department of Public Improvements, Mr. James G.
Rennie, Director of the Department of Budget and Procurement, and Mr. James J. O'Donnell,
Director of the State Planning Department, and requested that they look into the provi-
sions of Chapter 198 of the Acts of 1965 which provided for the acquisition by the State
of Carvel Hall Hotel, and to develop a State's plan for carrying out these provisions.

A considerable interest has been generated over the disposition of Carvel Hall, and l

Mr. Backhaus, speaking for the Special Committee, reported that although he had an
Option from the owners of Carvel Hall, there were not enough funds provided to carry
out the provisions of the Act.

The Board then deferred action on the acquisition and rejected the Option covering
the purchase of Carvel Hall Hotel, and directed Mr. Backhaus to go back to the owners
of the Hotel and continue negotiations, with the hope that the project could be accomp- -
lished within the funds appropriated. l

CHESAPEAKE AND DELAWARE GANAL:

The Secretary advised the Board that the following representatives of the Maryland
Port Authority and the Natural Resources agencies of the State were present to discuss
the overboard disposal problem in connection with the construction of the channel in

Mr. Douglas, speaking for the Maryland Port Authority, reiterated their support
of the Corps of Engineers' plan based upon the acute necessity for the deepening and
widening of the channel in the Bay., He also reported that the plans submitted by
Mr. Manning at the last discussion before the Board of Public Works had been discussed
with the Philadelphia District Corps of Engineers and had been rejected. He urged the
Board to modify their position and under the circumstances permit the overboard dis-
posal in accordance with the present plan of the Corps of Engineers.

Mr. Manning spoke first for the Natural Resources agencies. He advised the Board
that he had, just this morning, received a telegram from the Acting Director of the
Bureau of Sport Fisheries and Wildlife, advising that the Bureau of Commeré¢ial Fisheries
and the Bureau of Sport Fisheries and Wildlife of the U. S. Department of Interior
endorsed the conclusion which had been reached by the Department of Chesapeake Bay
Affairs concerning the disposal of spoil materials from the Chesapeake and Delaware
Canal project in Maryland. Mr. Manning suggested that the Board of Public Works
modify its stand on overboard disposal only to the extent that during the first year
of construction, the dredged spoils be deposited in a deep trench northeast of Poole's
Island. This, he stated, would permit the project to begin on schedule and give time
for the development and implementation of a plan for a confined disposal area along
the restriction line off the shores of Aberdeen Proving Ground,

. Dr, Pritchard advised the Board that as a member of the Tidal Hydraulics Committee
of the Corps of Engineers, neither he, nor his Committee has been consulted in connece
tion with this project. He stated, also, that whenever there is a controversy involving
currents, his Committee is consulteds . :

. After considerable discussion, it was suggested by the Board of Public Works, the
Maryland Congressional Delegation, Headed by Senator Brewster, in cooperation with
Congressman Morton's recommendation, that the Tidal Hydraulics Committee of the Corps
of Engineers review the problem, and that Mr. Manning advise the Philadelphia District
Corps of Engineers of his latest proposal (the use of deep trench northeast of Poole's
Island and the dike outside the restriction plane on Aberdeen Proving Ground).

After the Philadelphia District Corps of Engineers have an opportunity to review
Mr. Manning's latest proposal, and after the Tidal Hydraulics Committee have reviewed
the Philadelphia Region's plan, Senator Brewster will arrange for a meeting of the
Maryland Congressional Delegation, representatives of the Corps of Engineers and of
the Tidal Hydraulics Committee, the Maryland Board of Public Works, the Board of
Natural Resources, the Maryland Port Authority, the Department of Chesapeake Bay Affairs,
and Federal Fish and Wildlife representatives, ’

CIVIL DEFENSE AGENCY:

Upon the recommendation of the Department of Budget and Procurement, the Board
approved the request of the Civil Defense Agency for permission to enter into a one-
year contract, in the approximate amount of $30,000 with the Federal Govermment to
develop and operate a program providing for the inspection, maintenance and calibra-
tion of all radiological instruments and equipment within the State. All expenses
for this program, except for the provision of a shop for this work, will be borne
by the Federal Govermment, and the contract will be renewable annually.

In connection with this program, the Board, upon the recommendation of the
Department of Budget and Procurement,and in accordance with Chapter 58 of the Acts
of 1965 (Senate Bill No. 102), authorized the creation of three additional positions,
as listed, to be financed entirely by Federal Funds, and to last only so long as
Federal Funds are available:

1- Radiological Maintenance Officer $ 7,040 per annum
1- Electronics Technician : 5,660 per annum
1- Secretary 1 - 3,640 per annum

Although the above salaries have been recommended, the actual salary scale will be
set by the Standard Salary Board.
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COMPTROLLER OF THE TREASURY: )
Upon the recommendation of the Department of Budget and Procurement, and in accord-

ance with Chapter 58 of the Acts of 1964 (Senate Bill No. 102), the Board approved the
request of the Comptroller of the Treasury for authorization to create one additional
Accounting Machine Operator Position for the General Department. This position is
needed to keep current the workload of the General Department.

The Board also approved allotments in the amounts of $265 from the General Emergency
Fund of the 1965 Fiscal Year and $3,617 from the General Emergency Fund of the 1966
Fiscal Year, to cover the salary for this position.

National Capital Park and Planning Commission for the State's share of the cost of
properties in the Patuxent River Watershed. Specifically, the two questions were as
follows: :

"l. TIs it necessary for the Department of Forests and Parks to submit to the
Board of Public Works contracts for the acquisition of land entered into pursuant to
Sections 411A et seq. of Article 66C of the Code, where the State is to contribute a
portion of the purchase price?"

"2. Does the Board of Public Works have the power to approve or disapprove
an acquisition of property by the Maryland-National Capital Park and Planning Commission
where the acquisition in quéstion is made by said Commission pursuant to Section 4115
of Article 66C of the Code, where the contract of purchase submitted to the Board bears
the approval of the then Acting Director of the Department of Forests and Parks, and -
where the funds to be applied to said acquisition have been provided for by the General
Assembly in the General Construction Loan of 1963 (Chapter 903 of the Laws of 1963)7"

In a lengthy Opinion written by the Attorney General, dated March 26, 1965, it was
ruled that '"land purchase contracts calling for the expenditure of State funds for the
acquisition of land, entered into pursuant to Sections 411A et seq. of Article 66C must
be submitted by the Department of Forests and Parks to the Board of Public Works prior
to the execution thereof.'" There is one exception, however, and that is, where property
is to be acquired by a county under Section 4118 of Article 66C in anticipation of the
matching money of the Department of Forests and Parks. It is the application of the
Section 411P agreement which is subject to Board approval. It is not the acquisition
of the land by a county, but the expendlture of State funds for that purpose, over which
the Board has control.

In connection with the second quéstion, it was ruled that the Board of Public Works
has the power, either to approve or disapprove of the expenditure of Chapter 903 reve-
nues for the acquisition of land by the Maryland-Nat10na1 Capital Park and Planning
Commission (on behalf of Prince George's County) under Section 4115 of Article 66C.
This is true regardless of the approval of such acquisition by an Acting Director of
the Director of the Department of Forests and Parks, for he cannot usurp that power
which the Législature has so clearly conferred upon the Board of Public Works.
