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MINUTES OF MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS, JULY 9,1956.

The Board of Public Works met in the office of the Governor, Mathieson
Building, Baltimore, Maryland, on Monday, July 9, 1956.

CONSTRUCTION:

1- The Board was advised by Mr., O'Donnell and Mr. Rennie that in all of the items

the State would be required to take out policies of insurance to protect the
, Pennsylvania Electric Company against claims for personal injury and for property
~ damage, : .

After a discussion of the matter, the members of the Board were not favorable to
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"the requirements for the insurance and exemption of liability by the State as
set forth in the Agreement and were not willing to approve the Agreement. The
Secretary was instructed to ask the Attorney General if the State would have the
right to proceed with condemnation to acquire the property and thereby obtain
the use of it for the purposes set forth in the Agreement.

The Secretary submitted to the Board a request, dated July 9, 1956, received
from the Department of Forests and Parks for an allotment of $2,500.00 from the
General Emergency Fund. The American Forestry Association is holding its 80th
annual meeting in Southern Maryland, beginning September 30 through October 4,
1956, with the State of Maryland as host, and with approximately 1,000 persons
in attendance. The amount of $2,500.00 is required to meet the State's share
of these expenses. :
